Colours: Colour recognising and colour separation Activity

Activity Overview
This activity uses the MMS device’s light-changing feature to test if kids can identify colours by holding up the device. It also displays a multicoloured sign with an embedded arrow, asking kids to indicate the arrow's direction; missing the arrow may indicate vision impairment.
Benefits

1. Colour Recognition: Helps children learn and identify different colours, enhancing their visual perception and cognitive skills.
2. Attention to Detail: Encourages kids to pay close attention to the colours and details in the signs, improving their observation skills.
